e 300 billable units (300 mg) on day 1 and day 15

Ill.  Initial Approval Criteria !
Coverage is provided in the following conditions:

o Patientis at least 18 years of age; AND

e Patient has been screened for the presence of Hepatitis B virus (HBV) prior to initiating treatment
AND does not have active disease (i.e., positive HBsAg and anti-HBV tests); AND

¢ Patient has had baseline serum immunoglobulins assessed; AND

o Patient does not have a history of life-threatening administration reactions to ocrelizumab; AND

¢ Patient will not receive live or live-attenuated vaccines while on therapy or within 4 weeks prior to
initiation of treatment; AND

o Patient has gadolinium-enhancing activity OR new or unequivocally enlarging T2 contrast-
enhancing lesions as evidenced by MRI

***Definitive diagnosis of CIS is based upon ALL of the following: *

e A monophasic clinical episode with patient-reported symptoms and objective findings reflecting a
focal or multifocal inflammatory demyelinating event in the CNS

¢ Neurologic symptom duration of at least 24 hours, with or without recovery

e Absence of fever or infection

e Patient is not known to have multiple sclerosis

IV. Renewal Criteria 161014

Coverage can be renewed based on the following criteria:

e Patient continues to meet the universal and other indication-specific relevant criteria identified in
section Ill; AND

e Absence of unacceptable toxicity from the drug. Examples of unacceptable toxicity include:
severe infusion reactions, severe infections, progressive multifocal leukoencephalopathy,
malignancy, hypogammaglobulinemia, immune-mediated colitis, etc.; AND

¢ Continuous monitoring of response to therapy indicates a beneficial response* [manifestations of
MS disease activity include, but are not limited to, an increase in annualized relapse rate (ARR),
development of new/worsening T2 hyperintensities or enhancing lesions on brain/spinal MRI,
and progression of sustained impairment as evidenced by expanded disability status scale
(EDSS), timed 25-foot walk (T25-FW), 9-hole peg test (9-HPT)]

*Note:

— Inadequate response, in those who have been adherent and receiving therapy for
sufficient time to realize the full treatment effect, is defined as = 1 relapse, = 2
unequivocally new MRI-detected lesions, or increased disability on examination over a
one-year period.

Note: patients with primary progressive MS generally do not have clinical relapses and do not typically develop
new lesions on MRI
